Welcome back to a new school week. It’s lovely to 
see so many smiling faces around the place, with 
teachers and staff working hard to help students 
settle into their new learning routines and 
friendships.
Our staff have all been trained in a new program 
called Sounds Write, where students learn the 
concepts necessary for proficient reading and 
writing. They master the 175 most common 
spellings of the 44 sounds in English through reading 
and writing polysyllabic words, as well as following 
our two codes:
•the Initial Code
•the Extended Code

Each day counts- School starts at 8.45am each day-
students need to be here before 8.45 as they need 
to have their morning prayer and roll call before 
starting their daily Sounds Write lesson. This is 
very important.
